Fun With Soap

Materials: Bowl, water, vegetable oil or scented bath oil,
liquid food coloring, string, and oatmeal (optional)

You will need some Ivory Snow detergent, if you cannot find
soap flakes, you can make them yourself. Gather some
bars of soap and finely grate them by hand or use a
blender on the pulsate mode to make a soap powder.

Pour 3 Cups of soap flakes into a bowl.

Add a few drops of food coloring to 1 cup of water.
(if you are using flakes you made yourself start with 1/3 cup)
Mix the soap until it becomes the consistency of pizza dough
or play dough add water only as needed.

Have the children put about a teaspoon of vegetable or bath oil
on their hands, rubbing them with the oil before they try to
shape the dough into a ball or shape of their choice.

Tie the 8 inch string at the ends and poke the tied end into
the formed soap. Carefully push and work the soap back
over the indentation made for the string.

Let the soap dry for about 24 hours.

**You can make shaped soap by placing it in lightly greased cookie
or candy molds and let it sit until dry.

** Make sure children understand they are working with soap and
remind them not to touch their eyes or mouths until they have
thoroughly rinsed their hands.
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
